. Passaporte com validade minima de 3 meses apds a data prevista para o regresso (com,
pelo menos, duas paginas livres).

. Fotocopia do passaporte (designadamente dos dados biograficos e paginas com
carimbos).

. Autorizagdo de residéncia legal na RAEM ou na RAEHK com validade, no minimo,
superior em trés meses a data pretendida de saida de Portugal.

. Certificado de registo criminal emitido pela autoridade competente do pais de
nacionalidade do requerente ou do pais em que resida ha mais de 1 ano. Este
certificado devera ter sido emitido ha menos de 90 dias e ser legalizado e traduzido
para portugués, sendo a mesma legalizagdo dispensada caso o documento seja emitido
por autoridades da area de jurisdi¢ao deste Posto Consular.

. Requerimento para consulta do registo criminal portugués pelo SEF (ndo aplicavel a
menores de 16 anos).

Seguro de viagem valido a partir da data de partida do requerente, com validade de
pelo menos 1 ano, que permita cobrir despesas relacionadas com questdes médicas,
incluindo assisténcia médica urgente e eventual repatriamento em caso de morte.

. Notificacdo de deferimento do reagrupamento familiar entregue pelo SEF ao
requerente principal.

10. Comprovativo de parentesco invocado (certiddo de nascimento, casamento ou prova

de relagdo familiar de facto ha + de 3 anos), certificado pelo Ministério dos Negdcios
Estrangeiros da Republica Popular da China e legalizado e traduzido pelo Posto
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Consular portugués. E dispensada a legalizacio, caso o documento seja emitido por
autoridades da area de jurisdi¢do deste Posto Consular.

11. No caso de menores, autorizagdo de viagem de quem exerca o poder paternal ou tutela.

Nota 1: Sem prejuizo de prazos mais curtos previstos na lei, o prazo para a decisao
sobre o pedido de visto nacional de Residéncia é de 60 dias. Este prazo suspende-se
sempre que o Servico de Estrangeiros e Fronteiras (SEF) solicitar documentacio ou
informacao adicional.

Nota 2: No caso de menores de idade, sera necessaria certidao de nascimento ou
prova de tutela, traduzida para portugués, caso o documento seja emitido por
autoridades fora da area de jurisdicio deste Posto Consular torna-se necessaria a
respetiva legalizacdo. Devera ser ainda submetido documento que autorize a viagem
assinado por ambos os pais ou responsaveis legais, com reconhecimento de
assinatura.

Nota 3: Ao Consulado-Geral reserva-se o direito de solicitar informacoes /
documentacao adicional e, se necessario, entrevistar o candidato.

Nota 4: A nao apresentacdo de qualquer um dos documentos necessarios implica a
sua devolucdo ao interessado sem analise. Por outro lado, o fato de serem
apresentados todos os documentos necessarios nio implica a concessio automatica
do visto.

Nota 5: Com excecdo do passaporte, nenhum documento sera devolvido apos a
conclusdo da analise do processo de visto, portanto, certifique-se que possui para si
copias de todos os itens entregues.

Nota 6: O registo criminal emitido no continente chinés, devera ter sido emitido ha
menos de 90 dias, ser traduzido para portugués, certificado pelo Ministério dos
Negocios Estrangeiros da Republica Popular da China e legalizado pela
Embaixada/Consulado de Portugal na China, tera obrigatoriamente de conter as
seguintes informacoes:
- Nome do requerente;
- Data de nascimento;
- Nacionalidade;
- Numero de identificacao nacional (BI) e/ou Passaporte valido;
- Indicacdo atestada, no registo criminal em causa, da sua abrangéncia
nacional, isto é, de que nio consta cadastro em nenhuma Provincia,
Municipalidade ou Regiio Autonoma da RPC.

List of documents needed to apply for residence visa in Macao SAR and
in Hong Kong SAR (National visa D6-Family reunification)

1. Visa application form (the form must be filled and signed by the applicant).

2. Two passport photos: both photos must be similar, colored, with no digital retouch,
(size 3.5 x 4.5 cm), high resolution, and should allow a clear identification of the
applicant. Photos that may compromise the identification of the face, of parts of the
face due to accessories such as caps, hats, beanies, hair, or earrings will not be
admissible.

3. Passport: the date of expiration should not be inferior to 3 months counting after the
date of return. Passport should have at least 2 empty pages available.

4. Passport copies: information pages and the pages with stamps.

5. Legal residence permit in Macao SAR or Hong Kong SAR with a date of expiration of
more than 3 months counting after the date of exit from Portugal.

6. Applicant’s criminal record certificate issued by his/her home country’s competent
authority. In case the applicant has been living in a foreign country for more than a
year, the criminal record certificate shall be issued by the authorities of the country of
residence. The certificate should be issued no more than 90 days preceding the date of
the visa application and must be translated to Portuguese and legalized, the same
legalization being waived if the document is issued by the authorities in the jurisdiction
area of this Consular Post.

7. Signed authorization form allowing the Portuguese Immigration and Borders Service
(SEF) to consult the applicant’s criminal record certificate in Portugal (not applicable
to applicants under 16 y/o).

8. A valid and suitable travel medical insurance, with a validity of at least 1 year, counting
from the date of departure, which covers medical expenses including urgent medical
care and repatriation of remains in case of death.

9. Copy of the authorization letter issued by SEF informing the approval of the Family
reunification request.
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10. Proof of the familial relationship invoked (e.g. birth certificate, marriage certificate,

or civil union certificate). All documents provided should be certified by the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the People’s Republic of China and must be translated to
Portuguese and legalized by the Portuguese Consular Post, the same legalization
being waived if the document is issued by the authorities in the area of jurisdiction
of this Consular Post.

Regarding minors, a travel authorization issued by both parents or by the legal
guardian is needed.

Notes:

Notwithstanding the possibility of a shorter decision for the visa application,
according to Portuguese law the decision period pertaining to national residence
visas may take up to 60. However, if SEF requests additional documentation or
information the decision period is frozen until the documentation or information
in question is submitted by the applicant.

. Minors only: Birth Certificate or proof of guardianship duly translated to

Portuguese. In case the certificate is issued by the authorities out of the
jurisdiction area of this Consular Post, legalization of the certificate is necessary.
A document signed by both parents/legal guardians with notarized signature
must be submitted.

The Consulate General upholds the right to request additional information or
documentation and schedule an interview if needed.

By failing to provide all the requested documents, the documentation shall be
returned to the applicant without analysis by the competent Portuguese
authorities. On the other hand, the submission of all requested documents does
not grant the automatic issuing of a visa.

After all visa analysis procedures are completed, only the passport shall be
returned to the applicant. Therefore, it is advised that the applicant keep a copy
of all the documents submitted.

In case the applicant provides the criminal record certificate issued in Mainland
China, the certificate should be issued no more than 90 days preceding the date
of the visa application, translated to Portuguese, and must be certified by the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the People’s Republic of China and legalized by
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the Portuguese embassy or consulate and must contain the following
information:
- Name of the applicant;
- Date of birth;
- Nationality;
- National identity number and/or valid passport;
- The criminal record must clearly indicate that it covers the whole country,
not just a given province and city, or autonomous region of People’s
Republic of China.
